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List of questions:

· What does the carbon cycle and ecosystems community expect of this effort?


· What are our biggest challenges in this area, and how do we address them?


· Is our list of identified data records complete, or is something missing?


· Does the carbon cycle and ecosystems community need to establish priorities for these and other activities, and, if so, how should they be established?

List of expectations:

· CC&E community expects that there will be a long term stewardship of climate data records for both fundamental and thematic purposes.

· Cal/val and other metadata are integral parts of CDRs/ESDRs and quality metrics should be required and supported for every product


· Multiple agencies will be involved so there has to be a real research-to-operations transitioning process

List of challenges:

· Requirement for ongoing and improving validation of all products

· Requirement for multiple reprocessing of data sets over entire life of mission and beyond 


· Requirement for calibration continuity and overlap from mission to mission covering each ESDR/CDR 

· Data infrastructure to support validation / reprocessing: storage and maintenance and processing power

· Selection / prioritization of CDRs / ESDRs for agency commitment; also, which are fundamental

· Specification of metrics specific to each CDR/ESDR

· Transfer of technology and CDRs to operational agencies; ongoing validation and reprocessing must be part of the process.
